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1. Declutter before you pack. If you don’t love it or use it—let it go.

2. Label like a pro. Color-coded markers or stickers by room = lifesaver.

3. Pack an essentials box. Snacks, chargers, toiletries, and PJs go here.

4. Use clear bins for must-finds. Quick access to remotes, cords, wipes.

5. Take photos of setups. Before disassembling shelves or TVs.

6. Wrap breakables in clothes. Less bubble wrap, more packing hacks.

7. Suitcases = book movers. Wheels make heavy stuff easier.

8. Keep boxes light-ish. Your back (and your movers) will thank you.

9. Secure the basics early. Confirm truck size, addresses, and timeframes.

10. Defrost the fridge 24 hrs before. No soggy boxes.

11. Bag hardware + label. Tape them to the item they belong to.

12. Stack plates vertically. Less risk of cracks.

13. Wrap liquids with plastic wrap. Shampoo or Sriracha—no spills 
allowed.

14. Use up fridge + pantry. Eat it before you move it.

15. Pack a cooler for the day. Hydration is key.

16. Protect your floors. Cardboard or drop cloths do the trick.

17. Create a "Do Not Pack" zone. Keeps things from disappearing in boxes.

18. Back up important files. Digital safety first.

19. Keep cleaning supplies handy. Trust us, you’ll need them.

20. Meet the neighbors. A smile goes a long way in a new place.
